
“erle” is bee and “etxe is house. Put those two together for the bee hive 

or where the bees live. Erletxe. Pronounced “air” and then “leche” (just like 

milk in Spanish).

Tempranillo’s hallmark sweet tobacco and leather aromas, and its ripe 

fruit flavors of black cherry and blackberry, mingle with notes of coffee 

and dried fig. The well-integrated tannins deliver a long, savory, and 

earthy finish.
